            A Mother's Treasure
Twice it is declared that Mary, Jesus' mother, treasured in her heart certain matters about her son.

The first was at Jesus' birth, when the shepherds heard the angelic announcement that heralded His coming. Forthwith from the pastures they came to Bethlehem where He was born and told Mary what had happened. Then, it is written, " But Mary treasured all these things, pondering them in her heart" (Luke 2:19, NASB).

The second occasion took place when Jesus was twelve years old. His parents took Him to Jerusalem to a religious feast. Upon returning, Mary and Joseph discovered that He was not in the caravan. They made haste back to Jerusalem where they found Jesus in the temple sitting among the teachers of the Law. Jesus said to His parents, "Why is it that you were looking for Me? Did you not know that I had to be in My Father's house" (Luke 2:49)? Again, it is written, "His mother treasured all these things in her heart" (Luke 2:51).

While the two words, which are both translated in the NASB with the word "treasured," are actually different in the Greek, they both convey a similar meaning. The first word in Luke 2:19 means to "preserve" or "to keep in mind".   The second Greek word means "to keep continually or carefully" (Thayer). Therefore, "treasured" rather accurately captures the meaning of both words. Mary treasured, preserved and kept carefully, the memories of her Son, who is also our Savior.

It doesn't surprise us that Mary would treasure the memories of her son. That's the way mothers are.

There is a bonding like invisible and unbreakable cords between a mother and her child that a father will never fully experience. This is why mothers will always remember the birthdays of their children. They can recall things their children have done and said long after fathers have forgotten. They can sense the mood of their children like no one else.

I had a great mother. She treasured everything my brothers and I did. If anyone in this life could talk to her today, I know what her first question would be, "How are 'the boys'?" Never mind world affairs. Never mind who was president. Never mind the economy. She would want to know about "her boys." I know what she treasured!

    Hannah – In I Samuel 1, we have recorded the birth of Samuel. Before he was born, Hannah prayed to the Lord that if he would give her a man child, she would give him to the Lord all the days of his life. The Lord heard her petition, and she was blessed with the birth of Samuel.

    Hannah did not forget her vow to the Lord. She took her son Samuel to be trained at the feet of Eli. From a very young age, she made sure that he was preparing to serve the Lord This was the most important act of rearing that Hannah could do for Samuel.

    Mary – Mary was chosen above all others to be the mother of Jesus. Certainly, this alone speaks volumes regarding the type of person she was. Though we know very little about the childhood of Jesus, Luke 2 provides us with some insight to Mary. Near the end of Luke 2, Jesus and his parents, along with others, had been to Jerusalem. As they left Jerusalem, they went a day's journey before they had noted that Jesus was not among them. They returned to Jerusalem, and after three days Jesus was found “…in the temple, sitting in the midst of the doctors, both hearing them, and asking them questions." When questioned about his disappearance, Jesus answered, "How is it that ye sought me', Wist ye not that I must be about my Father's business?" Even though they did not understand what he said, Mary kept these things in her heart (Luke 2:50-51).

    At the age of twelve, Jesus had great attention focused on spiritual matters had been reared in such a way that his interests were turned in this direction. After this incident, we are told in Luke 2:52, "And Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, and in favour with God and man.”

    Eunice – Paul stated regarding Timothy in 2 Timothy 1:5, "When I call to remembrance the unfeigned faith that is in thee, which dwelt first in thy grandmother Lois, and thy mother Eunice; and I am persuaded that is in thee also.” Timothy's grandmother and mother both had the unfeigned faith that was in Timothy.         These three mothers had at least one thing in common. Their dedication and obedience to the Lord was instilled in their children. Children will not accidentally be properly trained in the nurture and admonition of the Lord. They need to be brought, not sent, to each service of the church. They need exposure to the Bible every day. They need to hear you pray and be taught how to pray.
