                    Scripture: All-Sufficient CONT…
You cannot imagine any condition or need of mankind but one or the other of these statements will adequately apply. Their completeness is in the fact that the man of God may be perfect—not perfect in morals, not perfect in character, but perfect in this respect, namely, that he is thoroughly, completely, furnished unto every good work [v. 17].

I wish this text would register with all who may chance to hear or read what Paul said. The all-sufficiency, the absolute adequacy, and adaptability of the Bible to meet all the demands of the human family are here emphasized. Christians believe that passage.... When I claim, therefore, to believe the Bible, I endorse all the statements as therein found. I mean to subscribe to all of its requirements, and to try to be governed by its teaching. Now for me to accept any such booklet as a ritual, handbook, manual, catechism, prayer book, confession of faith, discipline, or whatnot, would deny my faith in the Scriptures which I have read. If the Bible thoroughly furnishes a man unto every good work, why have a supplementary book?

When the great infidel, Robert Owen, of New Lanark, Scotland, came to this country and challenged the clergy in our Southern Crescent City of New Orleans, they paid no attention to him. He waxed bolder and extended that challenge throughout America. And then it was that news of such came over the hills and across the vales to a young man teaching school at Bethany, West Virginia. He at once asked, "Who is this uncircumcised infidel that he should challenge the Word of the living God?" I presume that you know the sequel. Alexander Campbell accepted the challenge and a great debate was on. It was held in Cincinnati in April 1829. Since that time infidelity has been on the defense, and it never has been able to uproot and destroy the Word of the Lord.

Let me now ask. Why was it that the clergy, with all of their grand titles and much learning, refused to meet in public discussion the great infidel? The truth is they were conscious of the fact the Mr. Owen would say to them first of all: "You don't accept the Bible yourself, because you have a human creed that evidences your lack of faith in the all-sufficiency of God's Word." Campbell had no creed to defend, and, hence, he was not creed-bound. The whole religious world owes a debt of gratitude to him whom some despise. Small sectarian preachers will try to belittle Alexander Campbell, when the truth is that if the least thought Campbell ever had were to enter the little fellow's head, it would explode like a bomb. We are debtors to such men as Campbell. No self-respecting man will ever make run of what he did.

Let us try to impress upon every person the all-sufficiency of God's Word. If we need teaching, the Bible is the source whence it comes. If we go astray, as, doubtless, some of us will, we need reproof. But it is not enough simply to reprove. We still need correction and instruction in righteousness.      The CHURCH of CHRIST

    If the church Christ built is to exist in any age, men must be committed to certain principles. As surely as men abandon any of these commitments, so surely will the New Testament church cease to exist in their location. Consider the following necessary principles that must be respected:

    The absolute authority of Christ: He claimed ultimate authority just before He returned to the Father: "All authority hath been given unto me in heaven and on earth..." (Mat. 28:18). The Bible emphasizes His authority each time it calls Him "Lord." He worked His incomparable miracles that benefitted thousands primarily for the purpose of establishing His Divine authority and identity (John 20:30-31). This commitment includes the recognition that He owns the church (purchased with His own blood. Acts 20:28), and He alone has the right to determine every feature of it. Until all men who claim to follow Christ so honor Him, confusion in religion is inevitable.

    The New Testament as the final authority in religion and morals: Christ expresses His authority through the New Testament alone. People who are serious about the New Testament church cannot accept any alleged latter-day revelations (e.g., The Book of Mormon, The Koran) or prophets (e.g., Joseph Smith, Mohammed). This principle also relates to the Old Testament. It is inspired history and is necessary for our full understanding of God and His plan of redemption through Christ (Rom. 15:4), but its authority ceased at Jesus' death (Col. 2:14). God no more gave the Law of Moses to govern men since the cross than He gave the law of Christ (the Gospel) to govern men before the cross.

    The New Testament plan of salvation: The only plan of salvation in the world is the one made possible by the cross and revealed in the New Testament. The Lord first set it forth in the accounts of the Great Commission (Mat. 28:19-20; Mark 16:15-16; Luke 24:46-49). It is a plan of grace and faith, but not grace alone and/or faith only. It requires the believer's response of repentance, confession of his faith, immersion in water for remission of sins, and continuing in the apostles' doctrine (Mark 16:16; Acts 2:38, 41; 8:37; 22:16; et al.). This plan was first preached on Pentecost, and those who obeyed it constituted the church of Christ (Acts 3:27-47). Baptism either is or is not necessary for salvation—it cannot be both. The New Testament consistently and plainly declares its necessity (Mark 16:16; John 3:5; Acts 2:38; 22:16; Rom. 6:3-4; Gal. 3:27; Tit. 3:5; 1 Pet. 3:21). The Lord has not changed and will not change His plan, and there is no other way to enter His church.

    The identity of the New Testament church: Jesus built the church according to His own wise plan. He prescribed its terms of entrance, its designations, its worship, its work, and the way it is to be organized and financed — all set forth in the New Testament, and all of which are in stark contrast with the denominations. Those who extend fellowship to men who are not in fellowship with the Lord (whether brethren or alien sinners) compromise the church's identity (2 John 9-11). If the identity of the church is unimportant, why is the church itself important?

    The foremost task of the church—preaching the Gospel: Jesus had one great work and purpose in His fleshly body—to seek and to save the lost (Luke 19:10). His spiritual body, the church, must be about the same business. Making the saving Gospel available to as many as possible is the compelling ambition of His faithful church (Mat. 28:18-20; Mark 16:15-16; 1 The. 1:8; 1 Tim. 3:15; 2 Tim. 2:2; et al.).      Dub McClish
