APPEASING EVIL

Adolf Hitler rose to power in the mid 1930's. In the spring of 1938, his army easily overran small and defenseless Austria and then moved against Czechoslovakia and did the same; the world did nothing, but protest. Why? Because the United States, Britain and France pursued a policy of appeasement. At the Munich Conference in September of 1938, the British Prime Minister Neville Chamberlain met with Hitler. Later, in a letter to his sister, Chamberlain wrote, "in spite of the harshness and ruthlessness I thought I saw in[Hitler's] face, I got the impression that he was a man who could be relied upon when he had given his word" (The Story of World War II, Donald Miller, p. 23).
Unchecked by the nations who could have made a difference in the beginning, World War II that Hitler started ultimately claimed the lives of about 60 million! The message: There is no such thing as appeasing evil. There is no such thing as getting on the good side of evil and escaping serious consequences. Evil cannot be trusted. Evil cannot be befriended.
The international policies of America need to be shaped by this clear understanding that evil leaders are puppets of Satan and, as such, cannot be trusted. In 2 Chronicles 28, we can learn of how the King Ahaz, king of Judah, tried to appease the king of Assyria by giving him "a portion out of the house of the Lord and out of the palace" (verse 21). However, the same scripture concludes by announcing, "it did not help him." The less global application of trying to appease evil is played out in the lives of millions, every day. Satan is constantly leading us to think that if we will just consider his perspective of life and compromise with his ways, then the perils that befall others will not affect us. "Agree with me and I'll show you real life," is his timeless advice.
Yet, the wisdom of God challenges the foolishness of Satan when it asks, "What partnership have righteousness and lawlessness, or what fellowship has light with darkness" (2 Corinthians 6:14). You will never achieve a beneficial contract with evil. Regardless of Satan's sincerity, by his very nature, he will lie because "he is a lair and the father of lies" (John 8:44).
Where you go. The habits you start. The friends you make. These all need to be constantly directed by the wisdom of God and the awareness that righteousness is so easily compromised. It is no better or no worse today than any other time. Evil has always lurked; sin has always lured. Satan will always say what the flesh wants to hear, but his intent is always "to steal and kill and destroy" (John 10:10).  Floyd Kaiser
