        “LET US SPEAK WHERE 
            THE BIBLE SPEAKS” 
   In a previous published article, we noted how the Restoration preachers were walking away from what was called “Christendom” in their day. They wanted to be men, who knew the Bible, lived the Bible and build their hope of eternity on the Bible and nothing else. Before it slips my mind, let me note the following about these men. They did not consider themselves as the authority and would have been embarrassed to hear what some men say about them today. Restoration is not an end but a journey seeking after the Lord and learning how to follow Christ. To his disappointment, the first week was a flop. He called his boss and told how he was down on his luck, nothing was going right, and things were only getting worse. The boss just encouraged the young man and told him to do his best. Two days later the boss called his young employee to check up on him and see how things went the day before. The young man was again, disappointed and discouraged. Then the boss said, in a delighted voice, "Young man, I've got some good news! Your wife just called me and told me you have won a one-million dollar sweepstakes!" The young employee was so taken back that he was speechless. The boss continued, "Just finish your last few days and then come home and celebrate!" The young man was so excited and energized about the million dollars that he no longer cared about his failings - he didn't even care about the job anymore! Therefore, because of this change of attitude the young man went out and sold three times as much of his company's product than any other salesman in just three days. After the man returned home, however, he quickly found out that there was no million dollars. His boss had only told him that to teach him a lesson - that anyone, at any given time can change their attitude and make things better for themselves. 

    God has given us the ability to alter our outlook on life at any given time. It's your decision! No one else can do it for you here's how: First look up. Look up to God and give your cares over to Him. 1 Peter 5:7 says, "Cast your cares on Him, for He cares/or you." Do your best not to let the cares of this world control who you are. Second, lighten up! Keep your priorities in order and don't "major in minor things." Jesus said, "Seek first His kingdom..." Enjoy what you have and who you are. Third, laugh it up. Laugh, and laugh a lot! Philippians 4:4 reads "Rejoice in the Lord always and again I say rejoice." Proverbs 15:13 says "a merry heart makes a cheerful countenance." In William Barclay's daily devotional called Daily Celebration appears this little conversation between a son and his dad: 

    "There was a little foreigner girl at school today," announced my son proudly. "Does she speak English?" I asked. "No," came the quick reply, "but it doesn't matter because she laughs in English!" Laughing is something everyone can do and it's good for your body, your nerves, your brain and your soul. 

    Both the hummingbird and the vulture fly over our nation's deserts. All vultures see is rotting meat, because that is what they look for. They thrive on that diet. But hummingbirds ignore the smelly flesh of dead animals. Instead, they look for the colorful blossoms of desert plants. The vultures live on what was. They live on the past. They fill themselves with what is dead and gone. But hummingbirds live on what is. They seek new life. They fill themselves with freshness and life. Each bird finds what it is looking for. We all do. You control your attitude. 

    "What is time? Who can easily and briefly explain this? Who can comprehend this, even in thought, so as to express it in a word? Yet what do we discuss more familiarly and knowingly in conversation than time? Surely, we understand it when we talk about it, and also understand it when we hear others talk about it. What, then, is time? If no one asks me, I know; if I want to explain it to someone who asks me, I do not know" (Augustine, Confessions, Book xi. Chapter 14) 

    One thing we know for sure about time, we do not how much time we have. Peter says, "All flesh is like grass and all its glory like the flower of grass. The grass withers, and the flower falls" (1 Pt. 1:24), and such is time - we are only on this earth for a short while. The length of days one possesses varies greatly - some die in youth and others die in old age. "What is your life? For you are a mist that appears for a little time and then vanishes" (Jam. 4:14). No one has a guarantee of another breath of life - life is short and unpredictable.
