We continue our articles examining the champions of faith included in 
the letter known as Hebrews. Last week we viewed righteous Abel, who 
although little is written about in scripture is still included in the chapter 
often called the hall of faith. This chapter has such great information 
and gives us great hope in knowing that just as these individuals were 
faithful, so can we be.
